Israel's security cabinet have decided that they will
reoccupy West Bank cities and towns for 'as long as is
needed.' Security Cabinet voted unanimously to mount
this operation with the exception of David Levi, who
wanted a far more forceful and hard-hitting operation.
This meeting was taking place while the Israeli troops
raided Palestinian cities and towns reoccupying most of
the West Bank. 

The Israeli army has been present in Jenin, Nablus,
Bethlehem, Qalqilya and Betunya. They have placed the
towns and cities under curfew while terrorizing resi-
dents and damaging buildings, roads, private property,
institutions and much more. Towns such as Jenin have
been under curfew for the past five days. 

In Jenin, residents rushed to the stores upon hearing that
the Israeli forces lifted the curfew in order to stock up
on food, medicine and water only to be greeted by
Israeli fire that killed five Palestinians. Those killed
were 12-year-old Jameel, his brother Ahmad, 6, Faris,
13, Sujud, 6, and Hillal, 52. The Israeli army has admit-
ted that these killings were a 'mistake' and claimed they

would look into the matter. 

Gaza is also burying three unarmed Palestinian laborers
searching for a job; 33-year-old Adnan Ajour, Ismaiel
Al-Sharafi, 30, Hatem Insar, 28. Also in Gaza, an eight-
year-old boy, Abd Al-Samad, was shot in the head by a
high caliber bullet while he was at home. Gaza's urban
territories have been subject to heavy shelling by Israeli
air, sea and ground forces. 

In Nablus, Israeli terrorist settlers attacked the town
rampaging its businesses, stores, homes and cars as well
as shooting randomly at the residents. The Israeli army,
which was present at the time, stood by as the settlers
committed these crimes and murdered 22-year-old
Adnan Shahadeh. 

Sharon's policies, which lack a political solution or
vision, have and will continue failing to curb the violen-
ce. The Palestinian people are bracing themselves awai-
ting the next prolonged attack, which will only breed
more violence and desperation for both sides.

The Start of the Bloody Retaliation

Israel has started building the "separation fence"
between the West Bank and the Green Line; thousands
of acres of Palestinian land have been confiscated for
this purpose. The fence will separate 13 Palestinian vil-
lages and 40,000 people from the occupied territories.
Israeli forces continue to make incursions into
Palestinian controlled areas. Such incursions lead to
major human rights violations including killing of civi-
lians, massive detention, and extensive devastation of
homes and public facilities. Israeli troops at military

roadblocks continue to shoot at Palestinian commuters
who attempt to reach workplaces, hospitals, schools and
universities Israeli troops beat a Palestinian civilian
from Silwan, east Jerusalem, to death. Israeli forces
commit two extra judicial executions in Bethlehem and
Jenin. Six Palestinians were killed during the week's
report period.
